In the New Testament we see ONE church made up of ALL THE SAVED 
following CHRIST as their only HEAD.  No organization existed above the local 
body of Christians.   
Throughout history, men disregarded the Bible and/or went beyond Biblical 
teaching to change the simple organization, doctrine, and practices of the New 
Testament church until there are now thousands of denominations. 
In a movement to restore the unity of the church, some proposed a principle 
of teaching and practicing only what is found in the New Testament. 
When the principle was put into practice much progress was made, but it did 
not significantly affect the division and disunity that existed. 
We should pursue the principle of restoration for the sake of unity and 
obedience.
