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Faith — noun: 1. Confidence or trust in a person or thing.

2. Belief that is not based on proof.
Step 1: Does God exist? The evidence causes me to have faith that God exists.
Step 2: What’s so special about the Bible? The Bible is so unique and
accurate (historically and scientifically) that I have faith that it is from God.

Question #3: What is God Like?

Nature reveals that there must be a powerful, intelligent creator - god.

From their own imaginations, men have described many different “gods.”

The Bible (which we believe is from God) describes God as He wants us
to know Him.
