Note:  Much of what is taught about Satan is taken from: 
Isaiah 14:12-17 (addressed to the king of Babylon - v4), and  
Ezekiel 28:12-19 (addressed to the king of Tyre - v12). 
Scholars do not agree on whether these passages personify the kings as Satan 
and therefore give facts about him.  I am not sure – but tend to believe the 
Ezekiel passage was directed to Satan.  SLT 
 
e.g. – Lucifer (shining one, bringer of light) is found in Isaiah 14:12, and is 
often used a name for Satan.  If so, it refers to his original role before he 
sinned, and should definitely not be used to refer to him today.
